The Workshop on Theses and Dissertations in Dependable Computing is a student forum
for Dbringing together graduate students that research on topics related to
dependable computing. The aim of this meeting is to present and discuss the proposed
contribution, preliminary results and possible directions for their research. The
previous editions of this Workshop were held at Floriandpolis in conjunction with
the Brazilian Symposium on Fault Tolerance (SCTF 2001), and in 2003 at S&do Paulo
with the Latin-American Symposium on Dependable Computing (LADC 2003).

Master and PhD. students are invited to submit papers that give a report on the
research they are developing. The papers must correspond to individual work but may
be co-authored by the advisor.

PAPER SUBMISSION DETAILS

Papers can be written either in Portuguese, Spanish or English with up to 6 pages,
using the format defined by the Brazilian Computer Society (http://sbc.org.br).
Include in the first page: title, author(s), affiliation, address, electronic
address, abstract (in English) and keywords. Please submit a .pdf version of the
paper electronically wusing the address http://submissoes.sbc.org.br/ladc2005. The
accepted papers will be published as proceedings, in a volume separated from the
LADC’ 2005 papers. Oral presentation may be done in one of languages allowed for
papers.

Os artigos devem ser escritos em Portugués, Espanhol ou Inglés, e preparados na sua
forma final utilizando o formato da SBC (http://sbc.org.br). O tamanho mdximo do
artigo podera ser 6 paginas. Na primeira pdgina incluir: titulo, autor, afiliagdo,

LADC'2005. Os artigos selecionados poderdo ser apresentados em qualquer das trés

linguas admitidas para submissdo.
